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FOUNDATION APPRENTICESHIP IN BUSINESS SKILLS (YEAR ONE)

This course allows you to develop skills and knowledge in
business administration relevant to all sectors: public,
private and charitable sector. It's a great way to close the
gap between the classroom and the workplace, and to
find out more about the world of work.

A qualification in business skills could lead to jobs such as administrative assistant,
purchasing manager, management consultant, company secretary, human resources
officer, local government officer, receptionist and project manager.

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NC CIVILENGINEERING

This course is for those looking to develop skills,
knowledge and experience for work in the construction
industry in areas such as environmental civil engineering,
construction engineering, structural engineering and
other specialist areas.

This course gives the grounding for progression into further study at a higher level, at
college or university. The course content includes theory, site visits and is supported
with work placements for you to gain direct experience of the construction
engineering industry.

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NC MECHANICAL ENGINEERING

This course introduces students to the basic principles of
mechanical engineering. from the study of moving
bodies, including fluids, to the effects of pressure,
temperature and force and how different materials affect
how systems perform. It gives you the knowledge and
understanding for further study at HNC, HND and degree
levels.

* Mathematics at Intermediate 2/National 5 level
* Qualifications in technology or physics-based subjects are also desirable
* NC engineering qualification at level 5

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NC ELECTRICAL ENGINEERING (LEVEL 6)

The course is aimed at those wanting to study electrical
engineering at a more advanced level and gain
employment as an electrical technician with organisations
such as manufacturers or utility companies. The course
provides those essential skills needed, such as how to
inspect and test an electrical system by using the latest test
equipment and the ability to fully understand and analyse
the performance of the system. If the system has electrical
machines and motors, then we'll teach you about those as

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HNC ARCHITECTURAL TECHNOLOGY

This course is intended for prospective students who are
intent on a career in architecture, architectural design or as
an architectural technician.

There is a strong emphasis on developing architecture related skills, appreciation of
the design process and implementing design ideas. You will gain a technical
understanding of how buildings are put together, how they function and the architect's
role throughout the process.
